Bylaws of the Pittsburgh Lace Group

Article 1.  NAME
Section 1. The name of the group shall be the Pittsburgh IGrmeip, hereafter referred to as “the Group”.

Article 2. PURPOSE.

Section 1. The Group shall be a not-for-profit educationajamization whose purpose is to foster and pronmiezest in lace
and lace-making by providing a means for membemdet and exchange ideas and information, by offedemonstrations of
lace-making and exhibits of lace to the generalipuand by providing programs and workshops oragfiects of lace, lace-
making and related topics of interest to the member

Article 3.  MEMBERSHIP .

Section 1. Membership shall be open to all individuals instee in lace, lace-making, collecting any typeaaf, or the history
of lace.

Section 2. Dues will be collected annually for the calendaaly Dues paid at any time from January 1 thrabgtober 31 shall
be applied to membership for that calendar yeanetiahot be prorated. Dues paid after OctobesBall be applied to
membership in the following calendar year. Renswalt paid by March 15 will cause a member to loppled from the roster for
that year. The amount of dues shall be establistregch year by the Board of Directors.

Section 3. A roster of all paid members shall =rifiuted to members who have paid the current yeaes.

Article 4. DIRECTORS.
Section 1. The business and affairs of the Group shall beagea by a Board of Directors, hereafter referreaisttthe Board”,
comprised of the officers and standing committesrplersons.



Section 2. A majority number of the directors present, havtogstituted a quorum, shall be regarded as aofdlee Board.
Section 3. Vacancies of the Board may be filled by a majovitying of the remaining directors. Each diretorelected shall
hold office for the remaining term of the vacanejry then filled.

Article 5.  OFFICERS.

Section 1. The elected officers of the Group shall be Pragideecretary, Treasurer and Vice President.

Section 2. President. Subject to supervisory powers of tharB, the President shall be the chief executifieesfof the Group
and shall preside at all meetings, both of the 8@axd of the members of the Group, and shall perfarch duties and exercise
such powers as shall be determined from time te timthe Board.

Section 3. Secretary. The Secretary shall keep a book ofitdmof all meetings of directors and members) sbahpose and
distribute notices of meetings of the members,fanttile other correspondence as directed by thedBoar

Section 4. Treasurer. The Treasurer shall keep and maiatiguate and correct accounts of all assets atinklsss
transactions of the Group, and present a writterualnreport to the members at the Annual Businesstidg. The President,
Secretary, Treasurer and Vice President shall tteoeimed to transact the Group’s financial businebwo of the four officers’
signatures shall be required for such transactions.

Section 5. Vice President. The Vice President shall chaietings of the Board and of the members in the atgsehthe
President.

Section 2. The Chairpersons of the standing committees bleadippointed from the general membership by thedBoa

Article 9. MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE.

The Membership Committee shall be responsibleaintaining the membership rosters and selectisigta of
candidates for the annual election of officers.



Section 2. The Chairperson of the Membership Committee mgctene or more persons from the general memhetshi
assist in the performance of the duties of the Citteenas outlined in Article 9, Section 1.

Section 3. In addition to the responsibilities set forth intidle 9, Section 1, the Membership Committee sbaltesponsible for
soliciting and receiving applications for new memsbép and renewals of memberships.
